Booklovers Book/Movie Classroom Series for PACE

Every year Booklovers dues fund a reading-related philanthropy. In May, 2009, we gave a book/movie classroom
series to the PACE Center for Girls.

Our member, Anne Landrum, who tutors at PACE, learned from the teachers that the girls often had trouble under-
standing the content of books because their personal experiences were so limited. Few had traveled, met people
from other cultures or enjoyed many activities we take for granted. Some of us recall discovering that one child
had never been on I-4 for example. As readers ourselves, we have learned from books about places, people, ac-
tivities, social problems, arts, and ideas that we may personally never have shared or even heard about second
hand. But our educational backgrounds and years on earth provided context for us to place these new ideas into.
We decided to provide that context for the PACE girls too.

Since we cannot overcome their gaps in experience directly, we decided to try to do so vicariously. We decided to
pair special films and books together. Classroom teachers could use them as needed in various curriculum
courses. Our Booklovers members compiled a list from suggestions of movies and books they knew were particu-
larly inspiring to young women. Some of them were:

Romeo and Juliet (Shakespeare) Roots by Alex Haley
Much Ado About Nothing (Shakespeare) A Tree Grows in Brooklyn by Betty Smith
Cranford by Elizabeth Gaskell Rabbit Proof Fence by Doris Pilkington
All Creatures Great and Small by James Herriott Whale Rider by Witi Ihemaeka
Angela's Ashes by Frank McCourt A Long Way Gone by Ishmael Beah

One academic year later we find that our donations have been very successful as teaching tools. As Anne said,

“| talked to teachers about their use of the books and movies Booklovers donated. They were very
enthusiastic...Ms. Jordan (Social Studies) was in the middle of a teaching lesson about different cul-
tures for Black History Month. Her class had watched War Dance to understand contemporary Ugan-
dan culture as well as the effects of war. If you were to stop in PACE today [February], you would
see a large selection of African masks which the girls had made. In every class, there are girls of dif-
ferent grades and achievement levels. A movie like War Dance allows them all to learn about and
discuss the same things. There are some ugly and hard realities in the movie; Ms. Jordan prepared
and guided them through their viewing.

Ms. Rodrigues (English) will teach a unit on Shakespeare beginning in March. The concepts and
ideas are really foreign to the girls so she will be introducing the lesson with one of the Shakespeare
movies. Then the girls will actually read the play and act it out.

Ms. Ruby is in charge of the curriculum. She continues to be very happy with our donation because it
really is being used as a teaching tool. They all send their thanks.”

Booklovers was able to provide PACE with these valuable tools for $374.89. We are now planning our 2010 con-
tribution to improving the reading of our cherished PACE girls.

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Short Picks for the New Justice of the U.S.
Supreme Court

On April 9, Justice John Paul Stevens, the senior Associate
Justice of the U.S. Supreme Court, officially announced his
impending retirement. Even before his announcement,
which came days before his 90th birthday and after 35
years of service on the Court, speculation was growing
over whom his replacement might be.

President Obama has already begun meeting with several
potential Supreme Court nominees, and he's been seeking
the advice of top senators on both sides of the aisle. The
president has said he has no litmus test for his High Court
pick, only that he's looking for "somebody who has the kind
of life experience so they understand how their decisions
are impacting ordinary people.”

The pundits have been in a fury of anticipation, throwing
out names that are apparently on President Obama's short
list: Solicitor General Elena Kagan, Judge Merrick Gar-
land, Judge Diane Wood, Michigan Gov. Jennifer Gran-
holm, former Georgia Supreme Court Chief Justice Leah
Ward Sears, Secretary of the Department of Homeland
Security Janet Napolitano, Harvard Law School Dean Mar-
tha Minow, Judge Anne Clair Williams, and Judge Sidney
Thomas. The president is expected to name a nominee as
early as the beginning of May.

As one of four liberals on the Court, Justice Stevens will
likely be replaced by someone with a similar ideology, leav-
ing the balance of the Court unchanged. But many other
guestions about the potential nominee remain unan-
swered. For the first time in history, every current member

of the Supreme Court is a former appellate judge. Will the
new nominee follow this pattern, or bring a different back-
ground to the bench? Will President Obama nominate an-
other woman, or will he pick someone who could balance
the Court with their racial, ethnic, regional, or religious
background?

Who do you think will get the nod? Put on your pundit hat;
AAUW would like to hear your pick.

This is the best
way to ensure that the clock is not turned back on decades
of progress that has been achieved for women and girls.
We will continue to monitor the judicial nomination process,
keep our members and supporters informed about pro-
gress made, and advocate for nominees who are commit-
ted to the protection of fundamental civil rights and liberties
for which our members have fought for over a century.
