In October 2009 AAUW took the lead in making 
policy recommendations for The Shriver Report - A 
Woman’s Nation Changes Everything.  This is the first 
comprehensive report on the status of women 
 since the Kennedy Commission 1961-
63. At our convention we will hear 
from one of the co-authors.  Dr. Jamie 
Ladge, Northeastern University, 
Boston, will speak about Got Talent?  
It’s Easy to Find - recognizing and  
rewarding the value of women in the workplace.   
 

A first for this convention will be the FL AAUW and 
College/University Partners luncheon on Saturday, 
April 24. AAUW held the first annual 
College/University AAUW luncheon in November in 
Washington, D.C. You can read about that luncheon 
on the AAUW website.

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CONVENTION TO FEATURE WAGE TRAINING

The Women Are Getting Even (WAGE) Project will be an 
integral part of our 2010 convention.  AAUW and the WAGE 
Project have formed a partnership to ensure that women 
graduating from college know how to negotiate for an equitable 
starting salary and benefits.  No more settling for 77 cents on the 
dollar. No more retiring $1,000,000 behind their male colleagues 
just because they started behind, salary-wise. AAUW and WAGE 
hope to reach over 500 campuses with this dynamic training 
within the next three years and, with your help, FL AAUW can 
move this program forward. 
 

$tart $mart and its companion workshop for facilitators, Train the 
Trainer, are the nucleus of the training.   So far 60 percent of the 
women WAGE has trained as facilitators to present the $mart 
$tart workshops have been AAUW members.  Both workshops 
will be offered at our 2010 convention. 
 

The WAGE Project trainer Annie Houle will conduct these 
workshops in addition to the Promoting Equal Pay workshop. The 
first, the $mart $tart workshop for college students, is sponsored 
jointly by the University of South Florida/Sarasota-Manatee. The 
students will learn to negotiate for equitable starting salaries and 
benefits.  USF/Sarasota-Manatee will handle the student 
registration.  
 

The workshop for facilitators, Train the Trainer, is open to our 
members and college faculty who wish to conduct the $mart $tart 
workshops and/or coordinate with other Florida colleges to 
promote the WAGE Project training.   It will be held Sunday 
afternoon, but it is recommended that trainees observe the $mart 
$tart workshop on Saturday.  There is a $50 charge for the Train 
the Trainer workshop, payable to the WAGE Project, Inc. at the 
workshop.  Registration is limited. For questions and to reserve 
your place, contact Vivian Errickson, FL AAUW Director for 
Program, at everrickson@earthlink.net or by mail at 10235 
SW87th Terrace, Ocala, FL 34481.

If you want AAUW to direct your $100 to where it is needed, then 
write UNRESTRICTED in the ledger.  It really is easy!

BYLAWS VOTE AT CONVEN TION

The Bylaws Committee and the Board 
of Florida AAUW are proposing two 
bylaws changes to be voted on at the 
state convention in Sarasota. 
 

First, we are proposing to change our 
name from Florida AAUW to AAUW-
Florida.  This change not only makes us 
in line with AAUW in other states, but 
it puts us at the beginning of any 
alphabetic list of organizations. 
 

Second, we are proposing to eliminate 
the requirement for representation at the 
annual meeting (convention) as one 
delegate for each 25 members of the 
branch.  Instead, all members who 
attend convention will be members of 
the voting body.  This will eliminate the 
requirement for a Credentials 
Committee to advise branches of their 
voting strength based on membership 
numbers as of February 1. 
 

These proposed changes will be voted 
on at our state convention in April.  At 
least 30 days before that, branch 
presidents will receive a copy of the 
proposed changes.
